Why we started this church

In the fall of 2006, during his pastorate in
Missouri, Pastor Steve was in an extended season
of fasting and prayer. While at the altar of the
church they were about to plant from the one he
pastored, the Holy Spirit filled his heart and mind
with a vision for starting unique new churches in
his home state of Rhode Island.

He believes that most people in our society
have little, if any, problem with God...only with
the church.

God gave our pastor a desire to start churches
that would not compromise the message of salva-
tion in Christ but utilize unique methods to bring
His love and grace to them. To design ap-
proaches that those who may not be used to the
typical “church culture” would feel comfortable
coming into. Churches that not only profess to
have a heart for the unchurched but are commit-
ted to the practicalities of reaching them.

This has motivated him to allow our building
to be used in ways that will build a bridge to the
community so they see us as more than a reli-
gious institution but a place where ALL are wel-
come, accepted and nurtured towards Christ.

Rev. Steve Crino
Raised in a devout Roman Catholic Italian
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Coventry, RI (1973 on), Pastor Steve strayed
from the church in his teens. After 7 years of the
party life and all that brought, his sense of
purposeless culminated in the untimely death of
several friends. God redirected his steps and
caused his path to cross some dedicated Christ-
followers whom he could relate to. He
committed his life to Christ September 6, 1981
and had a radical inner transformation.

He began attending the Assembly of God (A/
G) church near his hometown of Coventry and
was involved in the youth ministry there for
almost 13 years, 8 of which he served as the full
time youth pastor. During that time, he
obtained his credentials as an A/G minister,
served as RI Sectional Youth Representative,
met his wife Theresa and they had two of their
three sons (Seth and Caleb). They moved to
Springfield, Missouri in late 1995 where Steve
graduated summa cum laude with a degree in
Pastoral Ministries from Central Bible College.
Steve and his family then moved to Seaport
Community Church in Groton, CT where he
served as Assistant Pastor from 1997-2000
during which they had their third son (Ezra).

The Crinos then pastored Marshfield A/G in
Marshfield, MO from April, 2000 to August,
2007. During that time he served as Sectional
Treasurer as well as on the Southern MO
District Church Planter’s Assessment Team.

Marshfield AG more than doubled in
attendance and eventually planted a church in a
neighboring community. Steve is the founder
and Lead Pastor of our church, Ocean
Community Christian Church, which started
January 10, 2010.
